Course Overview 

After a brief review of elementary grammar and syntax, a comprehensive 

and more exhaustive survey of the chief features of the grammar and syntax 

of the Greek Testament is undertaken, using selected and extended readings 

in the Greek Testament.  

Course Objectives 

Intermediate New Testament Greek is a continuation of the study of 

introductory Greek grammar with an emphasis on grammatical syntax and 

exegesis. The student will also gain experience in translating the Greek 

New Testament and learn to use basic tools for exegesis. The student will 

demonstrate the discipline of consistent reading of the Greek New 

Testament. 

The following objectives will serve as a summary of the content of the 

course. The learning activities which are discussed in this syllabus will 

measure the achievement of these objectives. Furthermore, these objectives 

are intended to assist students in accomplishing the “Institutional Academic 

Goals” of Williams Baptist College (Catalog). 

1. The student will gain an expanded knowledge of the vocabulary in the 

Greek New Testament (approximately 700 words). 

 

2. The student will be able to identify, define, and describe the function of 

the following parts of speech in both English and Greek: noun, pronoun, 

adjective, verb, adverb, preposition, conjunction, and particle. 

 

3. The student will be able to identify, define, and describe the function of 

the following uses of the Greek noun cases: nominative, vocative, genitive, 

dative, and accusative. 

 

4. The student will know the basic uses of Greek adjectives, pronouns, and 

prepositions. 

 

5. The student will know the basic uses and non-uses of the Greek article.

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6. The student will understand how the elements of tense, voice, mood, person, and number 

relate to the Greek verb. 

 

7. The student will be able to identify, define, and describe the function of the following uses of 

the Greek verb: Indicative, Infinitive, Imperative, Subjunctive, and Participle. 

 

8. The student will know the basic uses of Greek adverbs, conjunctions, particles, and clauses. 

 

9. The student will be able to state and implement the basic steps in the translation of Greek 

sentences. 

 

10. The student will demonstrate the ability to translate and read the Greek New Testament at a 

rate of six to eight verses an hour using the basic tools of translation: a grammar and a lexicon.

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Learning Activities 

Note Bene 

Turning in an assignment is no guarantee of receiving full point value. Only assignments done in a 

professional, error-free manner with excellence in thought and organization will receive full point 

value. 

Late Assignments 

Assignments and exams may be accepted late if submitted in a reasonable amount of time, except 

where otherwise noted. The grade received on any assignment turned in after the due date will be 

reduced by 10% for each class session it is late. Assignments may not be submitted for credit more 

than four class periods after their due date. 

Class Attendance (100 points) 

Students are expected to attend every class session. Class begins at the appointed time.  

Students who miss one week’s worth of class will be notified by the professor. Absences equal to two 

weeks of classes may result in removal from the class. No excused absences are allowed. Students 

who are involved in college required activities such as Williams Singers, Cast, Athletic Competitions, 

etc. will not be counted absent when the student submits a note (e-mail is preferred) to the professor 

including the date and reason for the absence. These notes should be submitted within one week of the 

absence, preferably prior to the absence. Please see the current Academic College Catalog for 

additional information. 

Students will lose 10 points from their Attendance and Participation grade for each absence beginning 

with their second absence. Students will lose 5 points for any late arrivals or early departures 

beginning with their second late arrival or early departure. If a student loses 20 points because of late 

arrivals, they will be required to meet with the professor. If a student loses more than 35 points, the 

student will be required to meet with the professor. 

Daily Quizzes (10 points each, 400 total points) 

Quizzes will cover material which is being discussed in class as well as basic Greek vocabulary. 

Bruce M. Metzger’s Lexical Aids for Students will be used to develop vocabulary. No make-up 

quizzes will be given. 

Homework Graded for Accuracy (50 points each, 300 total points) 

Each lesson has corresponding worksheets located on the course website. Students are expected to 

complete these worksheets as assigned below. In addition to the worksheets students will be given 

translation assignments. These assignments should be submitted with a final translation, rough work, 

and a “Detailed Exegetical Analysis” chart (DEA). Please staple these three elements of the 

translation assignment together in the above order. When the assignment is returned, it should be 

placed in the require Notebook (see Notebook below). 

Five of these assignments will be collected on their due date and graded for accuracy. 
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Homework Graded for Completion (10 points each, 250 total points) 

The remainder of the homework assignments will be graded for completion and then returned to the 

students to be placed in their notebooks. The student will receive full credit for each assignment 

which is completed and submitted by the due date. 

Notebook (50 points) 

All homework assignments and exams will be placed in a pocket folder. The student’s name will be 

written on the front of the notebook. The assignments/exams will be kept in the order in which they 

were due. These notebooks will be collected on occasion and graded. 

Exams (200 points each, 400 total points) 

Two comprehensive exams will be given. 

Final Course Grade 

Accuracy of Grades 

All grades for the class are kept in the Moodle grade book. Students should routinely check their 

grades. Any questions about the grades should be directed to the professor by the last day of class. All 

grades for the course (except the final exam) will be considered final the last day of class. The final 

exam grade will be considered final if the student does not contact the professor within one week of 

the posting of the grade. This procedure is intended to involve the student in the accuracy of their 

grade in a timely manner.
